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One of the greatest spiritual and intellectual challenges for Christians today come from the secular
society in which we live and its worldviews. The “no religion” is the fastest growing demographic in
the modern West, especially among the next generation. How are we to understand their worldviews
and the challenges they pose to our faith? How should we understand key Christian belief and
practice, such as Creation, Fall, Redemption, Scripture, Prayer, Spiritual reality, and others, in a way
that respond to their challenges, while remaining faithful to the Gospel, and building up our faith?
We will explore these questions together in the course. The participants will be encouraged to ask
more questions:
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Topics to cover in 6 classes(other topics may be added to the talk from further questions)
1-God, the universe, and the Flying Spaghetti Monster

2-What it means to live in a different World: how worldviews affect us

3-Bible is God speaking to real people, through real people, for real people

4-What do we mean, “God speaks” to people, really?

5-The Fall: we're both more wonderful and more horrible than you imagine.

6-What do we mean, "He became sin for us"? Doesn't that sound weird?

7-How can we present the Gospel in ways that make better sense to non-Christians?
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
